December 1841 - The Stratford Agricultural Society formed at the
Shakespeare Inn

1842 - Directors met to draw up a prize list and plan the first exhibition.
| It would be, they decided, in and around the Inn, on adjacent streets and
{ on property that came to be know as Shakespeare Place. Pens were
constructed to house oxen, cattle, sheep and pigs. Horses were tied to
hitching rails. Prize money totalled 20 pounds, five shillings which was
less than $45 dollars at todays exchange rate
1844 - Stallion show, field crop competition, plowing competitions -
horses were given 5 hours to work half an acre and oxen were given 6
1857 - Fair was held on several properties in and around downtown
Stratford, including Waterloo St. Farmers Hotel (corner of Huron &

' 1905 - Fair was cancelled because of conflicting fair date.
. 1912 - Ontario Hydro’s display at the fair was one of the highlights,

1931 - Radio advertising with CJCS to help promote the tug-of-war
competition
1929-1933 - Depression years - prize list cut by 10 percent.

1937 - Polio myelitis swept the country - the Ag Society dropped the
;afschool fair classes. Children under the age of 16 were banned from the

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1941 - Stratford Ag. Society was 100 years old - no formal celebrations
were put on hold because of the war
